The plaza of the Pontotoc
County Courthouse was illu-
minated Oct. 12 as community
members, legal representatives
and the Campus Initiative to
Reduce Crime Against Wom-
en at East Central University
gathered for a candlelight vig-
il. Silhouettes of area victims
lined the plaza, giving a visual
reference to lives that have
been lost to domestic violence.

October is Domestic Vio-
lence Awareness Month and
CIRCAW is working to bring
information about abuse to the
campus and its members. They
provide resources to the en-
tire ECU community, men and
women, who are victims of
any form of domestic violence.
This includes physical abuse,
rape, date rape, acquaintance
rape, stalking and/or cyber-
stalking.

“We are not a counseling
service,” Peggy Saunkeah,
project coordinator of CIR-
CAW, said, “but we are avail-
able to assist throughout the
entire process, if someone re-
quests our services.”

Sandra  Perkins,  guest
speaker, shared her story of

survival during the vigil.

“I was tired of fighting. So
as I stared down the barrel of
a loaded gun,” Perkins said,
“I told him [my husband] to
shoot me.”

She walked away from her
life that day, Perkins said, and
created a plan and followed it
with the help of Karen Gaddis,
an area advocate.

“Itis a cruel and vicious cy-
cle,” Perkins said, “but it can
stop with you.”

CIRCAW, as well as the
Family Crisis Center and the
Chickasaw Nation Office of
Violence Prevention and Be-
havioral Health, will host a
campus-wide event Oct. 27
in the Bill S. Cole University
Center from 9 a.m. -5 p.m.

Information booths and free
items will be available. The
organizations will give sack
lunches to law enforcement
officials and hold an open fo-

rum discussion with a panel of

domestic violence survivors in
the Estep Center at 3 p.m.. The
Silent Witness exhibit will be
available for the ECU commu-
nity to view.

Domestic violence is still a
growing problem.

“I have handled 51 homi-
cide cases in this area,” Chris
Ross, Pontotoc County dis-
trict attorney, said, “Four were

committed by strangers, 28 by
a family member and the rest
by friends or acquaintances.”

There is a reason movies al-
ways portray family members
as suspects first, according to
Ross. Statistically, they are the
most likely to be the perpetra-
tors.

Saunkeah said one benefit
of the CIRCAW project is see-
ing the cycle being broken.

“The beauty of my job,”
Saunkeah said, “is that through
ECU and this program, women
of all ages and socioeconomic
statuses are achieving empow-
erment that will break this cy-
cle.”
