Rumors about changes to
East Central University Home-
coming royalty selection are
true. This year, under the direc-
tion of Campus Life and Lead-
ership, the king and queen will
be chosen following a pageant.

At the general interest meet-
ing Ron Williams, director of
campus life and leadership,
covered the structure of the
pageant, which will consist of
an introductory routine, eve-
ning wear, talent and casual
wear competition and an in-
terview. The rumor of a swim-
suit competition is completely
false, according to Williams.

“It’s a change,” Williams
said, “but I believe the king
and queen will ultimately find
this experience rewarding.”

A panel of six to eight judg-
es, consisting of faculty, staff
and students, will award points
to the candidates based on
performance in each category.
The entire point system is not
yet in place, but Williams said
that campus involvement and
GPA will be heavily weighted.

The top three male and fe-
male contestants will be given
two days to campaign before
students begin voting.

Any upper level freshman,

sophomore, junior or senior
with a 2.0 grade point average
or higher can apply. An entry
fee of $50 is required. Entry
fees will be added to a schol-
arship for the winning candi-
dates.

The Office of Campus Life
and Leadership sent out an e-
mail stating the only chance
students would have to apply
for the pageant would be Sept.
20, but that deadline has been
moved to Sept. 30. The appli-
cation is available to students
through the Office of Campus
Life and Leadership located in
the University Center, Room
152.

“Candidates were supposed
to be required to attend the
informational meeting to get
the application,” Mary Kay
Tarver, assistant professor of
mathematics and computer sci-
ence, said. “Not only did that
change, but the applications
weren’t ready for distribution
at the meeting.”

Some students are excited
about the pageant and believe
it is a good way for the student
body to place a face with a
name.

“It is a good opportunity for
the student body to get to know
contestants,” Natalie Isaacs,
Konawa senior, said, “instead
of a competition based oft of

who you already know.”

Other students disagree.

“Judges will have a bias,”
Nikki Dickerson, Mustang se-
nior, said, “because of the fa-
miliarity of some students over
others.”

Some have concerns about
the GPA requirements.

“I am a little disappointed
about the minimum standard
for GPA,” Mark Davis, Ada se-
nior, said. “2.0 is really low.”

Some students feel the fo-
cus should be on academics,
not winning a pageant.

“Are we in college to worry
about winning crowns?” J.P.
Sircy, Ada graduate student,
said. “I thought we were here
for a higher education.”

Williams said he wants to
create events on campus for
students to attend.

This pageant is an alterna-
tive to the usual method of
candidate selection. In the pre-
vious process, candidate were
nominated, screened and pre-
sented to the student body for
voting. The pageant will now
serve as the screening process.
The students can be more in-
volved this way, according to
Williams.

The pageant is set for Oct.
11 at 7 p.m. in the Ataloa
Theatre located in the Hallie
Brown Ford Fine Arts Center.
