What was planned as a joy-
ful celebration left a bitter taste
in some students’ mouths.

East Central University’s
first annual MLK Dinner took
place in the Taff Cafeteria Jan.
17. Diners gathered to cel-
ebrate the life and vision of
Martin Luther King Jr.

Speakers included John
Hargrave, president of ECU:
Christine Pappas, associate
professor of political science
and legal studies and ECU
Gay-Straight Alliance adviser;
Wendell Reese, Association of
Black Students president and
others.

The event began at 4 p.m.
and prior to it employees of
the Taff Cafeteria posted signs
stating it would open to stu-
dents at 5 p.m. instead of the
usual 4:30 p.m.

At 5, students found pre-
sentations still ongoing and
cafeteria staff refusing to serve
food until they were over. The
delay left some students dis-
contented.

“Worst Taff Cafeteria ex-
perience ever,” Lauren Hayes,
Atoka sophomore, said.

Many students, frustrated or
on a schedule, left during the
interval.

5:45, when the presentations
ended. Many gathered at the
entree line, but food was not
forthcoming. Students were
told they must wait until Presi-
dent Hargrave and the dinner
guests had been served, unless
they were members of the bas-
ketball team.

Shelby Talley, Coalgate
freshman, said the event
should not have been held on
that date or at that venue.

“I think it should have been
held on the actual MLK day
that they dismissed school for,”
she said, “and [they] should
