Wireless Network Guidelines
The East Central University wireless network (ECU_WLAN) has been recently renovated with new equipment and configuration changes to provide high availability and increased bandwidth.  Additional equipment and configuration changes will be occurring over the next few months to provide enhanced security and additional features for students, faculty and staff.

This is your official notification for all students, faculty, and staff using wireless networking equipment on the ECU campus.

CableOne Internet
Residents who have a Cable One Internet account are bound by the policies contained in their contract and listed in the ECU Wireless Use Policy and Procedures policy.  Cable One internet can only be directly connected to the cable modem.  Using a wireless router to distribute cable internet is not allowed.  Violators will be reported to Cable One and the office of Student Development for disciplinary procedures.  A system to monitor the use of personal wireless distribution has been enabled.

Wireless Routers

The use of wireless routers to distribute any type of content is not allowed on the ECU campus and residence halls.  While the service is not an illegal action, the broadcasting of a wireless signal from a source other than an ECU wireless access points can disrupt the reception of the ECU wireless service.  Violators will be reported to the office of Student Development for disciplinary procedures.  A system to monitor the use of personal wireless distribution has been enabled.

Wireless Computer to Computer Sharing
Any student, faculty, or staff that has enabled the wireless computer to computer sharing system on their PC, laptop, or Macintosh must disable that service.  While the service is built in to the operating system, the broadcasting of a wireless signal from a source other than ECU wireless access points can disrupt the reception of the ECU wireless service.  Violators will be reported to the office of Student Development for disciplinary procedures.  A system to monitor the use of personal wireless distribution has been enabled.
P2P File Download and Uploads
Any P2P file sharing (uploading or downloading of music or video) is not allowed on the ECU campus Internet service.  The use of Ruckus and other fee for use downloads are permitted.  Any P2P activity will cause your access to the ECU wireless system to be discontinued.  If you cannot connect to the ECU Wireless network contact the helpdesk at 559-5884.  You will be asked for your computers MAC address to verify if you have been placed on restriction.

The first offense for P2P activity will be suspended with a verbal agreement that the activity will cease.  The second offense will require a disciplinary conference with the Office of Student Development and incur a seven day suspension from the wireless network.  The third offense will incur a suspension from the wireless network for the remainder of the semester.
