EAST CENTRAL UNIVERSITY GAMBLING POLICY

East Central University expects students and student organizations to abide by federal and state laws
prohibiting illegal gambling. Such prohibited activity includes, but is not limited to:

A. Tournaments where participants pay an entry fee and the entry fees then form a “pot” which
the winners split.

B. Tournaments where no entry fee is charged but prizes are awarded based on accumulated
chips.

Under Oklahoma’s anti-gambling laws any person “who shall bet or play at any games whatsoever, for
money, property, checks, credits or other representatives of value with cards, “ is guilty of a
misdemeanor. 21 0.S. §942.

The East Central University Code of Student Conduct list’s gambling as a disciplinary offense (. M.)
“Participation in any gambling-related activities on campus or on University-controlled property that
have not been approved and/or administered in accordance with the laws and regulations of the State
of Oklahoma.”

Students and student organizations found in violation of the above will be sanctioned under the East
Central University Code of Student Conduct. I. M. (gambling.) I. Q. (general rules and regulations) and I.
S. (violation of state or federal laws.)
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
