English Teacher Certification majors take additional 
courses in methods of teaching English to attain state 
certification qualifying them to teach English at the 
middle and high school levels. Since 2010, we have had 
a 98 percent placement rate for all English Education 
graduates and a 95 percent pass rate on certification 
tests since 2006. Recently, state statistics show five 
teacher openings for every one graduate.

The Department of English and Languages offers two majors in English and minors in 
English, Humanities, and Spanish, as well as coursework in additional languages. Students 
who study English, humanities, and languages enhance the reading and writing skills 
important in a variety of careers, absorb the cultural understanding necessary for success 
in a diverse society, and develop the critical thinking skills which will lead to professional 
and advanced academic success.
