INSTRUCTIONS FOR BACHELOR’S CANDIDATES
1. Two commencement exercises for bachelor’s candidates will be held in the Kerr Activity Center on Saturday, May 9, 2020.  

a. The 10:00 A.M. ceremony is for candidates obtaining a degree in Accounting, Art, Biology, Business Administration, Cartography, Chemistry, Communication & Performance Studies, Computer Science, English, Environmental Health Science, Family & Consumer Science, General Studies, History, Kinesiology, Legal Studies, Mass Communications, Math, Music, Native American Studies, Physics, Political Science, and Sociology.
Candidates should report to the ECU Taff Cafeteria at 8:30 A.M., where ceremony instructions will be given.   

Those candidates participating in the Honors Ceremony or School of Business photograph proceed to the Taff Cafeteria immediately after the conclusion of those events.
b. The 2:00 P.M. ceremony is for candidates obtaining a degree in Criminal Justice, Early Childhood Education, Elementary Education, Special Education, Human Services Counseling, Nursing, Psychology, and Social Work.

Candidates should report to the ECU Taff Cafeteria at 12:30 P.M., where ceremony instructions will be given.   
In case of heavy rain, we will notify all candidates by email to report to Room 202 of Kerr Activity Center instead of the Taff Cafeteria.  
PLEASE BE ON TIME and report to the name card table when you arrive. (For directions to the cafeteria, please contact the Records Office.)
Attendance at commencement exercises is expected of all candidates.

Do not bring ANY personal items with you to the Cafeteria.  You will not be allowed to carry any items except what can fit in your pocket because you will need both hands free when you cross the stage and you will return to a different seat rather than your original seat. We cannot guarantee the safety of any item you leave in, or under, a seat, i.e. no purses, cameras, portfolios from the Honors ceremony, etc. Just bring yourself and your cap and gown.

Candidates who need special accommodations for the ceremony because of a physical condition should contact the Records Office as soon as possible.
4.
The graduation fee of $50 is now due if not already paid. This is NOT INCLUDED in your semester bill. Please mail payment directly to the Bursar’s Office. 
5.
Caps and gowns can be picked up from the ECU Bookstore as of March 26, 2020.  Graduation announcements may be purchased at the Bookstore. 
6.
All Spring and Summer candidates will have their name listed in the commencement program book unless approved for graduation by their ADVISOR after April 10, 2020.  
7.
We encourage you to wear comfortable, yet professional, attire under your gown rather than casual clothing to ensure that our graduates represent themselves and ECU with the utmost respectability. Honor cords and organizational sashes are allowed.

Important Dates and Deadlines for Spring Candidates

1. Outstanding paperwork, including transcripts from other schools, must be submitted to the Records Office by May 19, 2020.

2. Transcripts with degree statement will be available starting May 27, 2020. Transcripts must be ordered online and there is a fee.

3. Diplomas will be available for pick up starting on June 8, 2020.

4. Diplomas NOT picked up will be mailed out on June 15, 2020. It is recommended that you pick up your diploma to avoid it being bent or lost in the mail. 

Important Dates and Deadlines for Summer Candidates

1. Outstanding paperwork, including transcripts from other schools, must be submitted to the Records Office by August 6, 2020.

2. Transcripts with degree statement will be available starting August 14, 2020. Transcripts must be ordered online and there is a fee.

3. Diplomas will be available for pick up starting on August 24, 2020.

4. Diplomas NOT picked up will be mailed out on August 31, 2020. It is recommended that you pick up your diploma to avoid it being bent or lost in the mail. 

How to Order Official Transcripts

1. Login to MyECU.ecok.edu.

2. Click on your “Student” tab at the top right.

3. Click on “Transcript Requests” on the bottom left side of the screen.

4. Click on “Request Official Transcript” link.

5. Click on “Begin Order” at the top of the screen.

6. Follow instructions to complete your order.

If you want a transcript with your degree on it, make sure to click the box “Hold for degree to be posted:  Spring Semester” or “Hold for degree to be posted:  Summer Semester”.
